Joan’s Beauty Shop and Southern Grace Boutique
The building that is 

now known as Joan’s 
Beauty Shop in Silverhill 
was built in the early 
1900s. The store origi-
nally sold merchandise 
and was owned by the 
Dvoraks.

Later, the store was re-
established as the cafete-
ria for Silverhill School. 
The previous school caf-
eteria had burned down, 
so the children would 
walk from school to the 
separate cafeteria build-
ing every day for lunch. 
This continued until the 
school cafeteria was re-
built. 

Later on, the building 
was an ice cream shop 
where locals would hang 
out. 

In the 1980s, the build-
ing became a two-com-
plex apartment which 
was furnished with two 
bedrooms, one bath and 
one kitchen. 

In the 1990s, the build-
ing became a pet shop for 
a short period of  time. 

In 2004, the building 
was purchased by Joan 
Henderson and her hus-
band, Reggie Henderson. 
The couple remodeled 
the building and re-
named it Joan’s Beauty 
Shop on one side and 
Southern Grace Boutique 
on the other side. The 
owner/operator is Susan 
Davis and her husband, 
Randy Davis.
