As I now, in the
absence thereof, nevertheless writes, you
have to settle for a little — small talk.

It is now almost a year since I was
vouchsafed to undertake the long journey
towards the sunny south and the idyllic
Silverhill. From that time the Silverhill
colony still stood beckoning for my sight,
and still I cast yearning glances, if only my
circumstances until further notice wasen’t
that I need to stay some time in the ”chilly
north.”

However, not all fellow countrymen realize
this, as the ecclesiastical statistics in this
country, sadly shows. But to my delight I
found at my aforementioned visit to
Silverhill, that the countrymen there wished
to show devosion to God and therefore had
the means of grace management among
them, though no organization was not yet
completed.

Dear countrymen! Do not forget
godliness necessity, however good and
excellent this might be in your new domicile!
For it is not only food and clothing, health,
house and home, that makes life on earth
pleasant and worth living, but above all this
spent in true godliness. Only then Christ
must, like sourdough, permeate both the
individual and public life, follow thereon
genuine learning, happiness and satisfaction.

When I last winter wandering on
Silverhills, still essentially unbroken plots, 1
got the impression that this must eventually
become a nice, pleasent place to build and
live upon. This idea was accompanied by the
desire, that the place also must become a
model community with regard to the true
freedom of religion and morality,
intelligence and education. With God’s
gracious help and the people’s willingness
thereto, this may occur.
