Jag sag plantor bira frukt; unga
och gamla plantor 1 alla stadier syntes trivas.
En ny betydelsefull industri f6r Silverhill.
Denna frukt har alltid god marknad. Alla frukt
har ju sin betydelse som fédoamnen for
minniskan men ”pine apple” dr en frukt vilken
inte endast har sitt virde som fédoimne, utan
dven som lakemedel — ja, dr en god medicin
och botar sikert alla halsikommor.

Persimons ir ett slags frukt som fa
kanner till, men som betalar sig bittre att olda
an andra frukter. Den trivs gott 1 Silverhill. Det
enda dr att triden kostar bra mycket vid inkop;
omkring 20 cents per styck.

En fruktodlare som bor 6 mil frin
Silverhill salde sina peaches f6r $150.00. Ritt
vackert for forsta drets skord for lite Gver ett
acre land.

Detta anses fortriffligt av trdd som vore
endast 3 ar gamla. Lagger vi nu till att képaren
fick sjilv plocka frukten och dgaren hade blott
att stoppa pengarna i fickan, sa ser det dnnu
bittre ut.

Practical notice

In October, the editor had the pleasure
of being in Silverhill most of the time. During
my stay there, I went to visit both new and old
settlers in Silverhill and nearby colonies. I shall
attempt to spread the observations and
findings I made to "News’s” many readers
under the heading ’Practical notice”.

The thing that most of all attracted my
attention in the vegetation, was to see
pineapples being grown only 8 miles from
Silverhill’s post office. I saw plants bear fruit;
young and old plants in all stages seemed to
thrive; a new important industry for Silverhill.
The market is always good for this fruit. All
fruits function as food but pineapple is a fruit
which not only has a value of food, but also as
medicine — yes, it is a good medicine and is a
certain cure for all throat ailments.

Persimmon is a kind of fruit that few
know about, but that pays off better to farm
than other fruits. It thrives well in Silverhill.
The only thing is that the trees cost a good
deal to purchase; about 20 cents per piece.

A fruit farmer who lives 6 miles from
Silverhill sold his peaches for $ 150.00. Rather
wonderful for the first harvest of the year on a
little over an acre of land.

This is considered excellent by trees that
were only 3 years old. If we now add that the
buyer himself had to pick the fruit and the
owner only had to put the money in his
pocket, it looks even better.

Omsider fillde
domarna utslaget — och Alabama tog priset.

Silverhills fruktodlare behover visst inte
ga 6ver an for bevis, att frukt kan odlas i
Baldwin county. Smith som representerade
Baldwin co. vid state-utstéllningen 1
Birmingham, Ala., rapporterade att nistan allt
som var fran Baldwin co. Ala., tog forsta
priset.

En sak kan véra lasare ligga pa sinnet
och minner och det ar: halften ar ej sagt med
avseende pa vad som kan odlas i Silverhill. Lat
praktiska och driftiga min sld ner sina bopalar i
Silverhill-kolonin och vi ska se vildmarken
blomstra som en ros.

Den var en konservativ och mycket
beriknande man som sade att Silverhill blir
med tiden en enda tridgard. Hans spidom
héller pa att ga i fullbordan; ty 100.00 frukttrdd
kommer att planteras omkring Silverhill i
vinter.

Alla som 4r intresserade i Silverhill bor
skynda att plantera frukttrad pa sitt land.

Fruit farmers had a meeting with the
fruit traders in the Palmer House — one of
Chicago’s major hotels — not so long ago. At
this meeting they tried to determine where the
best peaches are grown in this country. There
were representatives from many states, but the
dispute was between California, Michigan,
Georgia and Alabama. All these representatives
stood on their edge and boasted their water
gruel as you say in Sméland.” After many going
through many thoughts all representatives
agreed that they would let bake a pie of the
fruit and the best pie would win the prize. Pie
was baked throughout the whole day. A
disclosure committee was appointed who
watched and made sure the ingredients were
the same in all the pies except the fruit.

Judges were appointed. They ate pie and
tasted both one and the other pie. There were
4 different pies to taste, but only one of them
would get the prize. The judges had obviously
not knowledge of which fruit was in the one or
the other pie. Afterward the judges gave their
decision — and Alabama took the prize.

Silverhill’s fruit farmers certainly need
not look farther than the evidence, that the
fruit can be grown in Baldwin County. Smith,
who represented Baldwin co. at state-
exhibition in Birmingham, Ala., reported that
almost everything that was from Baldwin co.
Ala., took the first prize.

One thing that our readers can keep in
their mind is: half is not yet said with regards
to what can be grown in Silverhill. Let practical
and enterprising men beat down their building
posts in Silverhill Colony and we’ll see the
wilderness blossom like a rose.

It was a conservative and very calculating
man who said that Silverhill in time will
become one big garden. His prophecy is about
to come true; for 100.00 fruit trees will be
planted around Silverhill this winter.

Anyone interested in Silverhill should
hurry to plant fruit trees on his land.
